In 1979 he
completed his Cardiovascular Fellowship at Stanford University and began
private practice with NCCA in Sacramento. In 1982, he performed the
first coronary angioplasty in Sacramento at Sutter Memorial Hospital in
collaboration with Dr. John Simpson. He is currently the medical co-
director of the Duke Center for Atrial Fibrillation. Mark and his wife,
Linda, have two sons, Brandon, Daniel, a daughter, Brittany, and two
grandsons.

Dr. McFaul is currently on leave from Stanford
University where he was a Professor of Political Science and the Director of
the Center on Democracy, Development, and Rule of Law (CDDRL) at
Freeman Spogli Institute (FSI) for International Studies. Michael is the
Peter and Helen Bing Senior Fellow at the Hoover Institution, where he co-
directs the Iran Democracy Project. He is also a non-resident Senior
Associate at the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace. Dr. McFaul
is currently serving as the Special Assistant to the President and Senior
Director for Russia and Eurasian Affairs at the National Security Council,
where he is considered to be one of the top five national security players in
government.

BHS ‘HALL OF HONOR’ DISPLAY DEFINED

Character, respect, passion, responsibility, courage, and generosity are words
that mean different things to different people. Bozeman High School
Alumni believe they are words that portray “honor”. They are core values
applied by Bozeman School District and words used by civilizations
worldwide to describe the qualities of leaders within a community. These
ideals serve as the framework for the ‘Hall of Honor’, are portrayed by
individuals recognized, and celebrated within the display.

This interactive art strives to connect personally with each viewer using
light, texture and sound.

The tree represents life-long learning which grows from its principle-based
roots anchored by family and education. The tree is timeless. Its
individually inscribed leafs display the fruits of students past connecting
new to old. As more alumni are memorialized on these branches, the tree
will bloom with history, hope, and pride in the educational roots gained by
our great institutions. Inductee names and awards are etched on a leaf
attached to the tree and serve as an identifiable symbol that the roots of
these institutions are strong.

Words of honor have been artistically placed throughout the structure of
the tree, symbolizing the qualities of our institutions, and integral to
curriculum and teaching practices. The unassuming text is intended to
encourage discovery and introspective contemplation about its meaning.

The leaf represents an individual who exhibited life achievements which
stemmed from these common roots. The symbol beckons viewers to
ponder, “If this person can achieve greatness, do I have the same potential?”

Polished black granite was used to reflect the viewer’s image in the backdrop
of the tree and include them in the display. The simple setting also serves as
a window into themselves and their own possibilities.



The interactive display provides a flexible and easily updated medium to
connect and stay current with the viewer while also providing educational
opportunities. This archive tool, a digital museum, offers access to our
history and facilitates research into the lives of noted alumni. Still images of
Bozeman’s students, educators, and administrators dating back to the early
1900’s are documented. Footage of sporting events, Hawk TV segments,
and 2010 ‘Hall of Honor’ inductees are some of the resources available.

Phase one of the digital museum is in progress. Photos and videos which
capture past events or people are being gathered for reference by all
generations. Images can be submitted to www.HawksAlumni.org, the
official Bozeman High School Alumni Website, and will be added on a
regular basis. Phase two will build upon this archive with advanced systems
and search mechanisms.
